	Criterion A-Content

(Knowledge and Interpretation of Text and Character)


	 -Student performs from text and shows excellent knowledge and interpretation of the text.

-Facial expressions and body language always accurately portray character’s emotion and situation.
	-Student performs from text and shows competent knowledge and interpretation of the text.

-Facial expressions and body language often portray character’s emotion and situation.

	Criterion B-
