1) Write and revise an original poem emulating the poets and poems we’ve studied throughout the unit 
2) Complete an analysis chart demonstrating how and why you make at least 4 specific choices as a writer 
3) Perform your poem for the class 
During your performance, you will:

A) Provide a brief introduction with context (poem/poet you are emulating or were inspired by and any necessary background information)
B) Recite your poem by heart, incorporating performance elements 
C) Directly state one example of a poetic device you used in the poem and why you used it
